His works  
are represented in numerous renowned museums and private collections. 
 In 2002, the Museum of Modern Art in New York presented his work in a 
comprehensive retrospective. In honor of his eightieth birthday, exhibitions 

devoted to his work will be shown in London, Berlin, Paris, and Dresden. 
Richter lives and works in Cologne.
